• 18 pre-sharpened pencils 
• 4 boxes of 24-count CRAYOLA crayons 
• 4 thin BLACK dry-erase markers  
• 1 pair of FISKARS kid scissors  
• 1 pair of headphones 
• 1 re-usable water bottle with spill-proof lid (NO STANLEY CUPS PLEASE) 
• 1 box of Kleenex 
• 1 change of clothes—All children will need a change of clothes that match the 

season (example: short sleeves in summer/spring and long sleeves in fall/winter)
